GOD DID:
If you are not familiar with the eye witness
accounts of Jesus who walked on this earth
from B.C. 4 to A.D. 30, let me give you just a
glimpse of what he did and said, taken from
people who watched him, and recorded it in
writing before A.D. 70. One Jewish writer,
Matthew, a tax collector for the Roman
Empire, followed Jesus around for three years
and described his activities like this:

“Jesus traveled all through Galilee teaching in
the Jewish synagogues, everywhere preaching
the Good News about the Kingdom of
Heaven. And he healed every kind of sickness
and disease. The report of his miracles spread
far beyond the borders of Galilee so that sick
folk were soon coming to be healed from as
far away as Syria. And whatever their illness
and pain, or if they were
possessed by demons, or
were insane, or
paralyzed – he healed
them all. Enormous
crowds followed him
wherever he went…”1

This same writer
described this event:
“Suddenly a terrible
storm came up, with
waves higher than the
boat. But Jesus was
asleep. The disciples
went to him and
wakened him, shouting, “Lord, save us! We’re
sinking!” .…Jesus stood up and rebuked the
wind and the waves, and the storm subsided
and all was calm. The disciples just sat there,
awed! “Who is this,” they asked themselves,
“that even the winds and the sea obey
him?””2

Albert Einstein said,“The idea that this universe
in all its million–fold order and precision is the
result of blind chance is as credible as the idea
that if a print shop blew up, all the type would
fall down again in the finished and faultless
form of the dictionary.”
